(b) Electricity is currently available on open markets at an
estimated price of $0.02/kWh. What arrangements has Hydro
made for the purchase of the same through the effmis ofNalcor
Energy Marketing? Can Hydro utilize such purchases to curtail
the usage of the Holyrood Thermal Generation Station, gas
turbines and resulting fuel cost savings? Has this been
considered prior to making this Application?
