3 

Please provide the legal justification for repairs having to be paid for the company's 4 

proposed charging stations in setting customer rates. Please quantify the benefits for 5 

customers on the introduction of EV's in Newfoundland Power's fleet. 6

A. Maintaining charging stations installed at Company properties in safe and adequate 8 

condition is consistent with Section 37(1) of the Public Utilities Act.   9
